As promised in the last issue, here are the tips from Ed Sampson. Ed has
built three Pietenpols and is contemplating a fourth, His tips are as follows:
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If using an aircraft engine, make the fire wall engirne mount set up

like the Fly Baby, building the down thrust into the firewall,

Increase the size of the landing gear--wing attachment fitting=--

(make them longer) so it is easier to attach, and thus doing away with
the interferencebetween the side bolts and the lower bolts,

Stay with the 1 piece wing and be sure to route the spars (routing

saves 4 lbs., per spar), 16 lbs, total,

Use separate cables for tail wheel steering, Attach them to the rudder
cables underneath the rear seat and use fairleads and pulley to the tail
wheel set up. 7
By all means use a rudder bar as rudder pedals put a strain on the rudder
horn if they are both tromped on at the same time, I had one collapsed
horn due to inadept foot work during a crecsswind take off,

Make an elevator control stop using a 1 inch piece of ,065 4130 with a
slot in it., Attach lower end to bolt that holds rear control pulleys
(durable ones) and place the slot in the pin that fastens the slave
push-pull tube to the front control stick, :

Build it like the plans. It is plenty strong. Know what the difference

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We received a letter from Ivan Dunton, of Saratoga, California, in
which he gives us more valuable tips that we will pass on to you: 'We
had our Ford engines fitted up too tight (to auto clearances--,002 piston
clearance) and the radiators were Crosley radiators which proved too small.
We cpened up the piston clearance to .010 and installed the radiator shown
in the sketch. This solved our heating problems and my friend now has about
30C hours on his plane, while mine sits in the museum., I heartily recommend
the Ford engine as it is the smoothest, most reliable engine I have flown
in my iimited experienre. The manifold sketch is one that my friend, Bob
Yates, came up with, and which made the engine turn at 2200 instead of
1700 r.p.m, as flown by Pietenpcl." We are enclosing Ivan's sketch of the
log manifold, He has also sent us the Corben engine conversion specifications
which we will feature in the next issue.
